Then the musicians start the
song after the introductory melody is over. It is called this part "Hua Tap" and will play the beat.
"Bak" means giving a signal to play the instrument. Subsequently, beat the melody always on the
machine which is played in accordance with the dance posture. The length of the Na Tap (Playing
for the dancers to prepare to perform) depends mainly on the dancers. and finally to withdraw the
beat to let spectators know that the song is end. However, the music laying of the Nora

performance can be flexible according to the needs of the dancer and the performer.
